e Clearing, grubbing, roadway and structure excavation

e Paving with hot mix asphalt

e Constructing storm drainage improvements

e Cured in place pipe (CIPP) lining for storm drainage improvements
e Adjustment of surface utilities to grade

e Installing channelization

e Property restoration

o And all incidental items necessary to complete the Work as described in the Plans and
Specifications.

Bidders must “Register” in order to receive automatic e-mail
notification of future addenda and to place themselves on the “Self-Registered Bidders
List.” Bidders that do not register will not be automatically notified of addenda and will
need to periodically check the on-line plan room for addenda issued on this project.

$250,000 to $350,000.




All bid proposals shall be accompanied by a bid proposal deposit in cash, certified check, cashier's
check, postal money order, or bid bond made payable to the City of Des Moines in an amount not
less than five percent (5%) of the amount of such bid proposal. Bid bonds shall be in a form
satisfactory to the City Attorney. Should the successful bidder fail to enter into such contract and
furnish satisfactorily the bond within the time stated in the specifications, the bid proposal deposit
will be forfeited to the City of Des Moines.

The City reserves the right to reject any or all bids and to waive informalities in the bidding and to
make the award as deemed to be in the best interest of the City. No bidder may withdraw their
bid for a period of sixty (60) days after the date set for the bid opening.

All schedules on the Bid Proposal must be completed, or the bid shall be considered non-
responsive. Basis for award shall be the lowest total Bid for Base Bid or Alternate(s) included in
the Proposal as described in Section 1-02.6 of the Special Provisions.

The City of Des Moines hereby notifies all bidders that it will affirmatively ensure that minority
business enterprises will be afforded full opportunity to submit bids in response to this invitation
and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color creed, sex, or national origin
in consideration for an award.
