Re: Monthly Report – September 2007

Des Moines Creek Trail
Staff will complete some minor grading to connect the existing paved portion of the trail
to the maintenance road and will create signage that notifies trail users when the trail is
open or closed due to construction to accommodate landslide repairs and landscaping
projects along the trail.

It is anticipated that the paving of the final trail segments can begin in the summer of
2008 now that all of the funding for the projects elements including: $250,000 form
Washington State, and a Federal Highways appropriation in the amount of $230,000 and
a second appropriation for the amount of $500,000 by Patty Murray’s office is
anticipated. The King County Parks Levy that passed in 2007 will provide approximately
$300,000 for Des Moines Creek Trail over the 6 year term.

Field House Exterior Renovation
Pilgrims Progress Preservation Services began work in October on the Field House and
Picnic Shelter log restoration projects. The company was hired in 2005 to provide a
report on the condition of the historic Field House and picnic shelter exterior logs.
Pilgrims Progress has vast experience in the preservation of historic buildings and is one
of only a few companies qualified to complete the actual log repair project work.

The historic grandstand at Des Moines Field House Park (King County Park #1) built
circa 1939, has been found to be unsafe and has been closed by the Building Official until
a structural assessment and subsequent restoration work are completed. The cost estimate
for the restoration work is $431,521. The Municipal Facilities Committee agreed to
propose a project to repair the grandstand in the 2008-2013 Capital Improvement Plan.

Recreation Program Update

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Before and After School Program
Our Before and After School Program kicked off the 2007-2008 school year with 178
registered participants at Des Moines, Marvista, Midway, North Hill and Parkside
Elementary School in the Highline School District and Woodmont Elementary School in
the Federal Way School District. This reflects an increase of 44 kids from our 2006-2007
participant numbers. We had another 506 children participate on a drop-in basis or on an
early release day which is 124 more then the previous year at this same time.

Activity Afternoons at Pacific Middle School
We kicked off the 2007-2008 school year with Activity Afternoons at Pacific Middle
School on September 14th, 21st and 28th. The Activity Afternoons are an After School
Program at Pacific Middle School on Fridays throughout the school year. The program is
funded by the Des Moines Rotary Club and Des Moines Legacy Foundation and is done
in conjunction with the Highline School District and Destination Des Moines. There are
currently 163 teens registered for the program and attendance has been between about 50
and 80 kids each Friday. Kids enjoy snacks, arts and crafts, gym activities and have
access to the computer lab as well.

Teen Dance
We hosted our first teen dance of the new school year on Friday, September 21st here at
the Field House and had 176 paid participants enjoy the festivities. Music is provided by
Joeii Gettys DJ Services and dances are run by Parks and Recreation Department staff.

Youth Soccer League
Our Youth Soccer League kicked off its 2007 Fall Season with game action in September
with games at Steven J. Underwood Memorial Park. Our program has 143 participants in
age divisions for 4 and 5 year olds, 6 and 7 year olds and our new 8 and 9 year old
division. Teams practice once a week for an hour and then play games on Saturday
mornings. The league concludes with games on October 27th!

CarFit Program
Seven trained senior center volunteers, in cooperation with AARP, hosted the second
annual CarFit check on Tuesday, September 18th and Steven J. Underwood Parking lot.
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Over 25 cars and passengers were checked for vehicle safety, and proper adjustments to
the vehicle for safety and visibility.

Spay and Neuter Program
Staff is pleased to announce that since May of this year, in Des Moines only, the Pasado
Mobile Spay and Neuter clinic has treated 1,985 pets as of August!! Due to the demand
for the low cost veterinary program, the mobile spay and neuter station will continue
monthly in Des Moines through the end of this year. A new site has been established at
the Boulevard Park Thriftway Store. The current mobile van comes once to twice a
month to the Safeway Store parking lot on the corner of 216th and Hwy. 99.

Marina Maintenance Dredging
In September, the City’s consultant, Anchor Environmental, Inc., completed the sediment
testing in the Marina. The samples were taken on September 11th and 12th and the
consultants gave the Marina staff a verbal report on the results on the 26th. Preliminary
results show that the samples collected in the entrance channel and at the south end of the
Marina did not contain harmful levels of contaminants, but the samples taken in the areas
near the storm water outfalls did have elevated levels of a specific contaminant. Those
samples will undergo further testing to see if the sediments from those areas will have to
be disposed of at a special upland site, or if they can be safely included with the rest of
the sediments that will be disposed of offshore. The final results will be available by
mid- October. The SEPA process is underway.

Bulkhead Replacement – Phase 1
The Marina staff met with the design team on Tuesday, September 18. Staff members
from Moffatt & Nichol, Makers Architects, Worthy Landscaping Design, the Anthony’s
management team and Anthony’s architect, Mulvany, G2, were present. There were two
topics on the meeting’s agenda. First, the group discussed the concept for the restaurant
location that was presented by Anthony’s. Several issues and conflicts were clarified and
resolved. The second topic was parking on the Marina floor in general, and specifically,
how parking and traffic in the North lot will impact the area to be redeveloped. The staff
and consultants decided to go back to Council to request additional funds for some
detailed design work in the North parking lot.

2007 Boating Season Revenues
The table below shows the service revenues for the months of June, July and August,
which, traditionally, are the busiest boating months of the year. The table also shows the
figures for the same period last year, (2006). The totals for this year show that the trends
identified in the original Comprehensive Master Plan and the Updated Comprehensive
Master Plan are still valid. Sales of gasoline, usually associated with smaller boats, were
about the same as in 2006. Diesel sales, usually associated with larger boats, increased
significantly, up about 24% in total gallons and 32% in gross profit. Guest moorage
revenues were also up by 6%, while the sling launching revenues were about the same as
2006, showing a small decline of 1%. Parking revenues at Redondo increased
significantly, indicating a shift of launching activity from the Marina to the ramp at
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Redondo. The increase in parking revenues at Redondo can also be partially attributed to
an increase in enforcement efforts by the staff.

Marina Software Upgrade
Staff continued their efforts to bring current the Marina daily revenues. July daily
revenues were posted and the monthly tax return was filed with the Department of
Revenue on September 17. An extension was granted to October 12 to file the Marina
August tax return. Staff is discovering that there have been duplicate transactions
recorded in previous years that have contributed to inflating the Marina accounts
receivable balance in the Eden System. An entry was made for the 2006 financial
statements to adjust the Marina accounts receivable by approximately $89,000 in order to
agree to the Marina’s aged accounts receivable at December 31, 2006.
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City Council Meeting Minutes
A personal services contract was drafted with a former City employee to provide backup
to the City Clerk for attendance at City Council meetings and transcribing the minutes.
The former City employee declined to accept the contract due to her new employer’s
policy restricting second jobs. Alternative options are being reviewed to provide
coverage.

Police Personnel
Effective 9/1/07, Lateral Police Officer Robert Bagsby began employment with our
department. Robert has been an officer with University of Washington Police
Department for nine years.

On 9/16/07, Entry Level Police Officer Justin Langhofer began his employment with the
department. He is scheduled to begin his Basic Law Enforcement Academy at the
Washington State Criminal Training Commission on 10/11/07.

Three Bears Motel
Through the combined efforts of the police department, fire department and the city
building official, the Three Bears Motel was closed down for life safety reasons and the
residents relocated to other area hotels with City assistance. With the closure of the
Three Bears Motel, the calls for service in that patrol district have consistently decreased
by 50%.

Landlord 101 Training
CSO Seaberry conducted the third and final Landlord 101 training class for 2007. There
were 20 participants and once again, the reviews from the participants were very positive
about the information they were given from the instructors.

Back To School Safety Emphasis
The monthly focus for September was “Back to School Safety”. During the month, the
Community Service Officers moved the speed trailer, decoy car, and reader board to local
schools to assist with slowing down the vehicle traffic. The CSO’s also were on hand for
morning and afternoon bus stop surveillance to assist with traffic and pedestrian safety.
Contact was also made with the principals of the schools and staff of day care centers in
Des Moines to assist with safety related issues.

Special Olympics Tip-a-Cop Event
On 9/29, officers from around the state participated in a Special Olympics Tip a Cop
event at Red Robin Restaurants. Money raised during the event supports the Special
Olympics Law Enforcement Torch Run Campaign. Employees from agencies throughout
Washington State gathered at 31 Red Robin Restaurants to help raise a total of
$104,169.48. Law Enforcement Staff at the Des Moines Red Robin included Sergeant
Bob Collins, Chaplain Lew Cox, Officer Bob Crane, Community Service Officer Promise
Tachtevrenidou, Records Specialists Charmaine Hall and Jennifer Clark and Officer
Manager Terryann Dell. Charmaine’s daughter, Taylor, also joined us. A fun time was
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had by all and we are very proud to announce we helped raise a total of $2,458.53 for
Special Olympics.

Building Inspections (Year to Date)
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Mount Rainier High School

Judson Park Addition
Structures are rising and all phases of construction are substantially underway. The push
is on for roofing now as the weather is about to turn. This large scale project demands
substantial time from all staff as inspections and revisions to the approved plans are
numerous.

Code Enforcement
There were 56 new cases opened and 96 cases closed during September. For 2007,
593 cases were opened, 510 closed, and 567 are currently open.
